Problem statement

Â Ecological system provides various goods and 

services to society (directly or indirectly), 

upon which economies and development are 

dependent

Â However, despite this seemingly mutualistic 

relationship, many ecosystems have been 

unsustainably used and managed 



Why?

Â Conventional economic approaches have been 
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goods and services

Â Only consider direct costs and benefits

Â Limited to intact and properly functioning 

ecosystems (not those in need of rehab and 

restoration)

Â Do not account for dynamic ecosystems
